GUARDING UKRAINIAN IDENTITY
AND CULTURE: ON THE OCCASION
OF A CENTENARY OF “FOLK ART AND
ETHNOLOGY” JOURNAL

We continue the annual cycle of scientific articles and investigations dedicated to
the anniversary of the journal with the published works in this issue. The history of the
recognized professional edition in Ukrainian Ethnology, which has been started with the
appearance of the “Ethnographic Bulletin” journal in 1925, reflects the entire difficult path
of the formation and development of this branch of Ukrainian science. Ethnological, cul-
tural-anthropological, folkloristic studies are related directly to the processes of preserving
cultural originality and forming national identity. That is why their authors and scientific
editions have been subjected to ideological pressure and repressions in the 1930s, as well
as the prohibitions and restrictions of the later Soviet period. Censorship instructions have
been managed to avoid, and the materials representing various aspects of folk art, spiritual
and material culture of Ukrainians are published in the “Folk Art and Ethnography”
journal. The opportunity to obtain knowledge about authentic folklore and folk culture
in general through the journal has provided it with a large number of subscribers from
the circle of Ukrainian intelligentsia. The scientific challenges of the times of Ukraine’s
state independence have changed the content, form, and even the name of the edition sig-
nificantly. Currently “Folk Art and Ethnology” is one of the most authoritative scientific
journals, where the theoretical and methodological aspects of modern ethnology are high-
lighted, scientific research dedicated to various fields of the Ukrainians’ ethnic culture and
other peoples of the world are considered, a scientific controversy is submitted. Materials

on regional ethnology, scientific heritage from the Institute’s Archival Scientific Funds of

Manuscripts and Audio-Recordings are published, the names and works of repressed scien-
tists are returned from oblivion, and pen tests of young scientists take place. The celebra-
tion of the anniversary of the edition is an attempt to assess its significance in the history
of the formation of Ukrainian Ethnology, the current stage of its development. The studies
on the journal’s topics and materials of the round table published during the year testify
to the relevance of the issues, the fundamental nature of its scientific and source base, the
importance of the edition in the educational process, interdisciplinary communications of
the scientists in Ukraine and abroad.
